This month’s spotlight is on Craig Bridgforth, Bible study leader for the Single 

Adult A group.  If you’re in your mid-50s to 60s, you would most likely feel at home 

with them!  The class meets twice on Sundays: 8:15 am and 9:30 am.                                                                                                               

Craig grew up in Olathe and graduated in 1974 from Olathe High School (today 

Olathe North).  Craig’s parents divorced when he was 3, and his mother remarried 

when Craig was 8.  His stepfather was an alcoholic, and Craig remembers his growing 

up years as having many dark days.  Through it all, Craig says that “God knew what 

he was doing.”  During high school, Craig worked at Waymire’s Grocery store in 

Olathe; his senior year he was in the meat department.  Upon graduation, he marched into the office of the 

Meat Cutters’ Union and announced that he could be a meat cutter if they would hire him.  After they told 

him “No,” he went next door to the Safeway main office and announced the same thing.  He repeated that 

day after day until finally the Union Hall hired him and sent him to a Safeway warehouse where all day he 

removed the meat from the bones.  Craig’s “can do” attitude quickly earned him the respect of his fellow 

workers.  After ten days, Craig was fired and moved to a grocery store across town.  Reporting to work the 

first day, no one was on hand to tell him what to do, so he walked into the meat department and started 

doing whatever looked like the right thing to do.  Craig’s family’s philosophy was that you go to high 

school, get a job, earn money, and buy the things you want.  Craig’s view on learning also included taking 

note of all the things he didn’t want to do in life.  He remembers a number of things he discovered along 

the way that he did not want to do in life! 

Craig attended JCCC in pre-pharmacy then transferred to KU and was accepted into the Pharmacy 

School.  Way after anyone should be entertaining the thought of changing majors, Craig changed to 

Chemical Engineering.  There he discovered that physics was not his cup of tea!  He exited KU, was mar-

ried for a brief time then headed to San Antonio to work with his brother in a financial planning            

business.  Looking back, Craig notes that that change of life direction was a definite God thing.  His next 

employer was EF Hutton in Harlingen, TX.  They needed a sales person – which was not Craig’s back-

ground – but he did good there while hating those cold calls!  Craig then realized his nature was too con-

servative to make it in the stock broker world.  He returned to Olathe and worked for a TX insurance firm, 

Senior Benefit Services, which set up his KS appointments.  He discovered that KS law allowed him to 

guide people to set up their estates so as to avoid probate without an attorney or living trust – not exactly 

the mix of product his company wanted him to sell!  This, Craig sees, was another definite “aha” moment 

along the path God had for him.  Next, Craig was self-employed, doing workshops on avoiding probate in 

estate planning.  His next employer was CLA, a trust company.  He resigned in 2010 and currently is self-

employed in the financial planning business.  Craig can see God’s leadership through many of the difficult 

chapters in his life, and he is convinced that following God’s leadership is the best and only way to do 

life!  Craig’s life theme comes from Colossians 1:27: “Christ in you the hope of glory.”  He says beginning 

to grasp that truth has turned his life upside down – for the better! 

When Craig first visited EBC’s Single Adult A class several years ago, Dottie kept calling him over and 

over inviting him to return . . . and it worked!  Craig has been a member of EBC for four years.  Again 

God’s timing proved to be perfect – when Mary Bess needed to take a break after years of teaching the SA 

A group, Craig was there to step up.  Craig is known as an excellent Bible teacher, well prepared, and   

always emphasizing the practical daily application of Bible truths.  Thank you, Craig, for your faithful-

ness in teaching and showing that God’s way is worth following every day!
