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The fact that people are made in God’s image is extfremely important and infentionally left
a bit undefined in the Bible. Humanity stands alone, uniquely connected and equipped by
the Creator. Although the depths of this mystery are unfathomable, there are high impact,
practical ramifications that touch every aspect of humanity.

Bul the LORD God called fo the man, “Where are you?” " He answered, “I heard
you in the garden, and | was afraid because | was naked; so I hid.” ! And he said, “Who
told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the free that | commanded you not fo
eat from? '2The man said, “The woman you put here with me—she gave me some fruit from
the lree, and Il ate it.” 3Then the LORD God said to the woman, “What is this you have
done?” The woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and | ale” (Gen. 3:8-13/NIV).
